Welcome back from the weekend!  Thank you to all parents who requested a conference time to meet with us to discuss your child’s progress so far in first grade.  If you have not as yet, please do so as soon as possible.   Our homework and notices for this week include:
In Math, we will continue working on counting up to 100, number bonds, addition sentences to 10, and solving number stories in math.  Students will be practicing how to solve addition sentences using a variety of methods such as counters, pictures, number grids, and number lines.  Please practice addition facts from 0-10 with your child (i.e. 2 + 3 = 5 ,  1 + 8 = 9 , 4 + 3 = 7). They need to know these facts with automaticity. Also, practice counting by 2’s, 5’s and 10’s at home.
In Reading, we will begin the story Animal Park.  Please refer to attached Family Times for activities to practice with your child.  Students will be reviewing short vowels (o, e, a, i) and the inflected ending –s and –ing.  Students will be introduced to the short u sound as well. Students will be bringing home Decodable Readers #11 and #12. Please encourage your child to read past decodable readers every night for reinforcement of previously learned skills. This week’s spelling words are:  run   cut   must   sun   up   bump   jump   bus   nut    rug.  Our sight words are: home    man   them    into.
In Writing, we are working on correct punctuation and writing complete sentences.
In Science, we completed our apple study and made homemade applesauce in class.  It was yummy! We started our new science unit on our five senses.
