Welcome back from the weekend!
This week in reading we will begin a new story called, I’m a Caterpillar.  Students will learn the r-controlled sounds (er, ir, and ur). When a vowel is followed by an (r) it says the (r) sound. Some examples include: her, bird, and turn. Students will also review reading contractions.  Students will bring home book numbers 33 and 34 this week. Our spelling words include: her, first, bird, girl, burn, were, shirt, fur, hurt, and sir. Our sight words include: know, done, push, wait and visit.
Students will continue to learn about telling time to the hour and half hour as well as identifying place value up to 100. We will review adding and subtracting 2 digit numbers and identifying all coins and their values.
