We spent last week getting to know each other and introducing students to our school rules Be Kind, Be Safe and Be Responsible. The children in room 401 have started their first story in our reading program titled, Sam, Come Back! This story will focus on short a and final –ck. Please utilize the activities on this page as it will re-enforce what we are learning in the classroom and is a great way for your child to get the extra practice they may need.  Sight words to practice every night are: the, that, do, on, way, in. Spelling words are:  at, can, cat, back, dad, am, bat, mad, ran, sack, way, on.  Please review the spelling and definition of these words daily with your child. We suggest that you ask them to use them correctly in a sentence.  We will have our first spelling test on Friday,  September 3, 2010.

In math your child has been working with numbers 1-10. Matching the number with its word, coloring the correct number of objects and knowing more and less than a given number. Please remember to work on addition facts with your child. We will be introducing number bonds and families next week. These are hard concepts for first graders  and extra practice will only help!

REMINDERS:

1.  Agenda books are not here yet. We will continue to use the weekly sheets like last week until they arrive. It is required that you look at it and initial or sign in the box letting us know you have read it. We are off to a great start but still need some work in order to have 100% participation. This is our way of communicating with you in regards to your child on a daily basis.
