Tuesday is the winter solstice, the shortest day of the year.  The days will begin to get longer, slowly but surely.  Please be sure that your child is wearing a warm winter jacket, winter hat and mittens or gloves every day.  We go outside for recess unless it is below freezing, or is raining.  Just a reminder:  boots are not uniform footwear.  If your child wears boots to school, be sure that there is a pair of sneakers in the backpack to change in to at school.

This past week we read the story Little Panda.  We talked about story comprehension, compare and contrast, preview and predict and main idea.  We concentrated on the letters B,b and N,n and learned three new sight words:  me, with and she.  We also began to talk about verbs.  Our math lessons were about comparing sets; equal, more and less.  We are reviewing lower case letter formation in Fundations

Since next week is a short week, we will put our regular curriculum on hold and will be talking about some of the winter holidays.  We will learn about Hanukkah, Posadas, Christmas and Kwanzaa.  We will be reviewing letters, sounds, initial and ending sounds, cvc words, sight words, abc order, numbers, counting, patterning, sequencing, graphing and handwriting.
