Welcome to Kindergarten Orientation.

We are happy that you and your child were able to come to school today to meet your child’s teachers.

If you were unable to attend orientation and you are receiving this packet on your child’s first day of school, please pay particular attention to the items listed below.

Please read the school handbook thoroughly.  Most of your questions can be answered there.

· Write your child’s initials or name on EVERYTHING.  We have many duplicates in a Kindergarten classroom, and the children do not always recognize their new belongings.

· Our classroom can be very cool in the morning and quite warm by the afternoon.  Please have your child wear a navy blue uniform sweater to school EVERY DAY.  S/he will be more able to be comfortable throughout the course of the day.  Sweatshirts or other color sweaters are not uniform and will not be allowed in class.

· Sneakers are the ONLY footwear that is acceptable according to the uniform policy.  P.E. and outdoor recess demand safe footwear.  Dress shoes, sandals, clogs or flip flops are not allowed.
· Please send in a UNIFORM change of clothing including socks and underwear.  Please label all of the items.  We will keep the clothing here incase of a bathroom accident, lunchtime milk spill, water table mishap or recess puddle encounter.  If your child uses the change of clothing, please send in a fresh replacement the next day.

· We have a snack time that lasts for about 10 minutes on every full day of school.  Please send only ONE snack item and a juice or water.  No soda or candy is allowed.  We will not have any “extra” snacks available for children who have forgotten theirs.

· Children are not allowed to share snacks or lunches because of some food allergies and diet restrictions.

· Your child will need a two-pocket folder to carry back and forth between home and school every day.  Please empty it and check it after school every day for important notes, notices and returned schoolwork.  We check folders every morning for completed homework, lunch money, book orders and notes from home.

· We will be sending home a homework packet every Friday beginning next week.  It will be due the following Friday.  We expect that your child will do a little bit of homework each night, and be read to for at least 15 minutes a day.  We track returned homework and children who return completed homework packets on time receive an award.

· Please check and sign your child’s agenda book every day.  Be sure that your child brings the agenda book to school every day.  It is an important communication tool between home and school.

Please do not hesitate to call the school to leave a message (the best time to reach me is every morning from 7 a.m. to 7:25 a.m. or 3:15 p.m. to 3:45 p.m. on Monday or Wednesdays), email me (sslarsky@sevenhillscharter.org) or write in your child’s agenda book (preferred method).
