The choir performs on week-ends and during the week.  All members are required to come to performances and wear their choir uniform. 


The choir may be asked to perform out of town and choir members will raise money for their trip.


Each choir member will be asked to pay a $30.00 fee to help cover the cost to rent and clean their uniform.  If the uniform is lost or damaged, there will be a $125.00 replacement fee.


All choir members are expected to follow the “Show Choir Code of Conduct”.
